New Primary Poll Released:   Pete maintained a solid lead in the GOP Governorõs race in a new poll conducted by 
Dialing Services, LLC.  The poll by the Roswell, NM-based firm shows: Pete Domenici, Jr., at 30%, Allen Weh at 
21%, Susana Martinez at 17%, Doug Turner at 8.5% and Janice Arnold Jones at 4.5%.  Chris Kolker of Dialing 
Services, LLC explained that this poll is the largest survey of likely GOP voters to-date in this race, with 2,250 
interviews conducted by telephone survey on March 22.
